Proposed Dress Code Changes
· These changes will begin on a trial basis next week and be monitored through the March SBDM meeting.

· If all goes well, the first reading will be held at the February SBDM meeting and the final approval will occur in March.

1. Pants

Students may wear jeans, khakis, slacks, sweatpants, pajama pants, scrubs
Provided they meet the following:

· Be composed of non-transparent material

· Must be free of any manufactured or other rips, holes, or tears above the knees of any size

· Must cover underwear and backside at all times regardless of movement

2.  They may also year yoga and other form fitted pants provided they conform to the following:

· Be worn with a shirt/sweater or other top that comes down past ALL fingertips when standing with your shoulders relaxed

· Be composed of non-transparent material

· Must be free of any manufactured or other rips, holes, or tears above the knees of any size

· Must cover underwear and backside at all times regardless of movement

3.  Shorts/skirts/skorts, etc.

All shorts and skirts must:

· Be composed of non-transparent material 

· Meet within the length (3 5/16 in./credit card) from above the knee

· Cover underwear and backside during all bodily movement

· Must be free of any rips or holes above the knees
· Individual impairments will be handled on a case by case basis
