If you believe your child/youth will not be able to make decisions at the age of eighteen (18), please notify the Principal or Director of Special Education (Beth Morgan-Cook 502-839-3406) to declare your child/youth incompetent to make his/her own decisions after the age of 18.  Documentation will need to be provided regarding legal procedures to declare the youth not emancipated.  If you have questions or concerns regarding this legal procedure, please contact your child’s special education teacher, School Principal, the Director of Special Education, or your family attorney.
