U.S. Service Academy Nomination Fact Sheet
United States Senator Rand Paul

A very rewarding aspect of being a United States Senator is the opportunity to nominate young men and women from across the
Commonwealth of Kentucky to attend one of our nation’s prestigious Service Academies in their pursuit of becoming a future leader
in the armed forces. An appointment to the U.S. Military Academy, U.S. Naval Academy, U.S. Air Force Academy, or the U.S.
Merchant Marine Academy is a distinct and rare honor. Acceptance of an academy appointment requires at least a nine-year service
obligation, including four years at an academy and five years of active duty service.

SERVICE ACADEMY REQUIREMENTS
In order to be considered for a nomination, all applicants must meet the following criteria:
1. Must be a citizen of the United States, never married, have no dependents and not pregnant.
2. Asofluly 1, 2016, must be at least 17 years of age and not have passed their 23 birthday. For the Merchant Marine
Academy only, you must be at least 17 years of age and not have passed your 25" birthday by July 1.
3. Your permanent/principal home must be in the Commonwealth of Kentucky in order to apply for my nomination, i.e., your
parent’s legal voting address must be in the Commonwealth.
4, You must also demonstrate leadership potential, moral character, physical fitness, and active participation in extracurricular
and community activities.

STEP 1: PRE-CANDIDATE QUESTIONNAIRE

In order to “Open a File” at the Service Academy of your choice, you should contact the Admissions Office and request a Pre-
Candidate Questionnaire. After completing and returning the Questionnaire, the Academy will notify you of its application
requirements.
