What is a Spanish Infinitive?

*Spanish infinitives are "one-word verbs" that mean "to do something" 

*Spanish infinitives always end in ar, er, or ir

*There is no subject (person or thing) attached to the verb. 

*Learning infinitives will help you learn any language better because it familiarizes you with all the verbs. 

*Spanish Infinitives have 2 parts: the stem & ending.           The stem is everything BUT the ending. 
Example) Comer = Com is the stem & er is the ending.
